Residential Services

One of the priorities of the Department of Residential Life is to provide a safe clean environment for residence hall students at a reasonable cost. This is accomplished through communication and interaction with residents to ascertain which needs should be met.  The Residential Living Committee is a student committee that is charged with the responsibility of determining accommodations and services appropriate to the residence life experience.


There are ten residence halls, housing a total of approximately 2400 students. Most of the halls offer amenities, such as study lounges, TV rooms, computer labs, ice machines, recreational rooms, saunas, and laundry rooms. The ten halls are divided between two areas of the campus:  East Are and West Area. When students make their housing preference, they will be able to state their preference for either for the East or West area. All residence halls are coed with the exception of Parker Hall which is all female.

East Area - Convenient to University Center (dining facility), Centennial Science, and Kleinpell Fine Arts.  The East Area is comprised of the following five residence halls: Crabtree Hall, Grimm Hall, McMillan Hall, Parker Hall, and South Fork Suites.


West Area – Convenient to Karges Physical Education Building, Agriculture Science Building, and downtown River Falls. The West Area is comprised of:  Hathorn Hall, Johnson Hall, May Hall, Prucha Hall, and Stratton Hall.
