Textbook Services

Textbook Services at the University of Wisconsin River Falls is one of seven in the UW System. It is supported entirely by undergraduate students, who pay a rental fee as part of their segregated fees at the beginning of each semester. This payment entitles the student to the use of the primary text(s) for each undergraduate course, supplemental texts, and also instructional materials available in the Reserve Library.  Although Textbook Services is a rental system, currently enrolled undergraduate students who wish to purchase their textbooks may do so at a discount at any time except for the months of August, September, December, and January. Textbooks which have been discontinued, i.e., those texts which were formerly used for course work, but have been replaced by a later edition or different title, are available for purchase, at minimal prices ranging from 25 cents to several dollars. This service is very popular among students because it saves money, while preserving the option to purchase those texts which will be useful in developing the student’s personal library. Textbook Services is located in the Chalmer Davee Library.
