The Writing Center
The Writing Center is a place where students receive friendly, competent assistance to help them improve their written work. The Center provides free one-on-one tutorial sessions, with trained tutors. It is located in 290 Kleinpell Fine Arts.
The Writing Center staff consists of undergraduate students, from a variety of majors, who have been specifically trained. The director of the Writing Center is professor David Furniss of the English Department. 

The writing center is not a proofreading, rewriting, or correcting service, or a guarantee of better grades. It is a place where tutors can help students learn to write more effectively on their own. 
Who can benefit by going to the Center?
Undergraduate and graduate students enrolled in classes from all subject areas can visit the Center for assistance in all stages of composing (inventing, revising, editing), and to improve skills (spelling, punctuation, paragraph development, organization). 

When can students use the Center? Students can stop by the Center anytime; however, we encourage students to meet with a tutor on a regular basis if they want to significantly improve their writing skills. In order to match tutors’ and students’ schedules most efficiently, students are encouraged to make an appointment ahead of time.
